DIRECTOR’S NOTES

It was March of 1995. My girlfriend at the time, now my lovely wife, Judy and | were living in

New York City struggling as starving artists. The annual auditions had just finished for sum-
mer employment and | was faced with a rare situation. | was offered two different jobs at two
different theatres. How exciting! | was on top of the world! But, there was a problem. |
couldn®accept both of them as they conflicted with scheduling, so | would have to choose.

The first offer was for a full summer® season (12 weeks) of employment at a large regional
theatre making over $500 a week playing roles in Damn Yankees, Fiddler On The Roof, and
ensemble in Peter Pan. The other offer was for 3 week contract in a small barn theatre, in
the middle of no where, without air conditioning, making $295 a week performing a 1950©
show about 4 goofball guys called Forever Plaid. Judy encouraged me to take the less pay-
ing job because it was a show | always wanted to do, | agreed and | chose Plaid. Luckily, the
original Assistant Director / Sparky & Smudge understudy Larry Raben and the original
"Frankie" Guy Stroman were directing! Not only was it a show | had always dreamed of be-
ing a part of, | was fortunate to learn the original show from the original team! It was one of
the best experiences of my life and introduced me to some of my very best friends: Aidan
Connolly, Mickey Nugent, and Marc Rubman. Since then, | have had the privilege of direct-
ing and performing many productions of Forever Plaid all over the nation including the first
professional production, if not the first production at Beef and Boards Dinner Theatre in 1996
with the Late Dick Laughlin as music director. Other productions include New York (4 times),
Las Vegas (1), Pennsylvania (1), Georgia (2), Alabama (1), South Carolina (1), Tennessee
(1), Indiana (2), New Hampshire (1), Massachusetts (1), and Florida (3). I've often been
asked, “How many times have you done this show?” Well, after pondering the question, this
production will make the magic number a total of 19 productions with just over 300 perform-
ances. Many joke that | am “forever in Forever Plaid.”
